IMAGE RESOLUTION GUIDE

Proper image resolution is important. Photos that come from the web are
generally 72dpi and best for digital applications only. For print, resolution
should be greater than 200dpi at 100% physical size.

General tips for identifying high quality images:

—File size: High-quality, high-resolution images have larger file sizes.
As a rule of thumb, look for file sizes greater than 1 MB.

—Dimensions: The larger the pixel dimensions, the larger the image
can be displayed without compromising quality. This rule also
applies to inches for print.

—Detail: Are the details in the image sharp and easily
distinguishable?

—Don’t enlarge images: Images can be made smaller, but should
never be made larger. This will distort the image; you will lose
crispness and detail.
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
